Debajo de refers to a position below or
beneath something else

Bajo is used in concrete and figurative
contexts

Detras de refers to a position behind or
after something or someone

Contra can be used both figuratively
and literally to mean against

Las llaves estan encima de / sobre la
mesa. / The keys are on top of the table.

La momia esta debajo de las piedras. /
The mummy is under the rocks.

Mi perro siempre esta bajo la cama. /
My dog is always under my bed.

Los revolucionarios luchan contra la
injusticia. / The revolutionaries fight
aqainst injustice.

La mesa esta contra la pared. / The table
is against the wall.

Al lado de (next to), junto a

Cerca de/Lejos de

Entre

Delante de refers to a general position
in front of or before something or
someone

Frente a is used when people or things
are facing each other

Ante refers to figurative face-to-face
positions

In contrast with EN, this preposition
makes it clear that something is inside
or within physical or logical boundaries

They describe degrees of closeness, the
closest one being al lado de

Close/Far from
Around

Between

No puedo creer lo que paso delante de
mis ojos. / | can’t believe what
happened before my eyes.

El Hotel Solar esta frennte al mar. /
Hotel Solar faces the sea.

Estoy ante un terrible dilemma. / lam
facing a terrible dilemma.

Los ladrones estan dentro de la casa. /
The thieves are inside the house.

MI amigo se sienta junto a/al lado de la
ventana. / My friend sits next to the
window.

These prepositions refer to an action
happening before or after another one

When referring to time, dentro de is
more concrete than EN; it emphasizes
that there is a deadline or time limit to
an event or action
